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· 30 years ago, the electronic media environment was very different to today.

· Just as Australia has recently introduced Digital Television we are now on the brink of Digital Radio.

· Digital radio will bring superior audio quality, more services and more reliable reception.

· With use of visual queues for receiver operation and receiving additional transmission information, there is a challenge for our community to be provided with the capability of full access.

· For the five major capital cities, Digital Radio will commence in July with community stations including RPH broadcasters early in 2010.

· The rest of Australia has not been planned yet in detail and start up will occur over the coming years.

· All RPH broadcasters are keen on pursuing digital platforms as this offers greater flexibility and choice for listeners.

· 5RPH Adelaide streams and provides ‘audio on demand’ and Vision Australia has now commenced this along with its established I-Access Online.
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
